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Janab-e-Fatima al-Zahra (A.S), the only daughter of the Holy Prophet and Hazrat 

Khadija, was born on Friday, the 20th Jamadi-ul-Akhar, eight years before Hijrat, in 

Mecca. The circumstances of her birth are described by Hazrat Khadija as follows. 

ñAt the time of birth of Janab-e-Fatima al-Zahra (A.S), I sent for my neighbouring 

Qurashite women to assist me. They flatly refused, saying that I had betrayed them by 

supporting Muhammad. I was perturbed for a while, when to my great surprise, I 

sighted four strange tall women approaching me. finding me dismayed, one of them 

addressed me thus, óO Khadija! I am Sarah, the mother of Ishaq, and the other three 

are, Mary the mother of Christ, Aasia the daughter of Mazahim, and Umme-Kulsoom, 

the sister of Moses. We have all been commanded by God to put our nursing 

knowledge at your disposal; Saying this, all of them sat around me and rendered the 

services of midwifery till my daughter Fatima was born.ò 

 

 

 

 



 

 

Habeeb Al-Sajistani said: I heard Abu Ja'far (a.s.) say: Fatima the daughter 

of Muhammad (s.a.w.) was born after five years of the Mab'ath (the 
revelation of the Holy Qur'an) to the Messenger of Allah.

 The motherly blessings and affection received by Janab-e-Fatima al-Zahra (A.S)  

were only for five years, after which Janab-e-Khadija left for her heavenly Home. 

Hereafter the Holy Prophet brought her up.

 When Janab-e-Fatima al-Zahra (A.S) came of age, there came forward a number 

of aspirants to ask for her hand in marriage. The Holy Prophet was awaiting a Divine 

order in this respect, till Hazrat Ali approached him and asked for her hand in marriage.  

 The Holy Prophet came to Janab-e-Fatima al-Zahra (A.S)  and asked, ñMy 

daughter! Do you consent to be wedded to Ali, as I am so commanded by GOD?ò 

 ñJanab-e-Fatima al-Zahra (A.S)  thereupon bowed her head in modesty, and kept 

quiet in answer to her fatherôs question. A few moments passed and then the Holy 

Prophet exclaimed: ñAllaho Akbar,ò and went out saying: ñFatima silence is her 

consent to the marriage.  

 On Friday 1st Zilhajj in the year 2 A.H., the marriage ceremony took place. All 

the Muhajireen and Ansar of Medina assembled in the Mosque whilst Hazrat Ali (AS) 

was seated before the Holy Prophet with all the ceremonious modestly of a 

bridegroom. The Holy Prophet first recited an eloquent sermon and then announced, 

ñI have been commanded by God to get Fatima al-Zahra (A.S)  wedded to Ali(AS), 

and so I do hereby solemnize the matrimony between Ali(AS) and Fatima al-Zahra 

(A.S)  on a dower of 400 Misquaal.ò Then he asked Hazrat Ali (AS), ñDo you consent 

to it, O Ali?ò ñYes, I do, O Holy Prophet of God!ò replied Hazrat Ali (AS). Then the 

Holy Prophet raised his hands to pray thus: ñO my God, bless both of them, sanctify 

their progeny and grant them the keys of Thy beneficence, Thy Treasures of wisdom 

and Thy Genius; and let them be a source of blessing and peace to my 

Ummat.ò(Ummah) 

 

 Her children; Imam Hassan(AS), Imam Hussain(AS), Janab-e-Zainab (SA) and 

Janab-e-Kulsum(SA), are well known for their piety, goodness and generosity. Their 



 

 

strength of character and action changed the course of history and fortified Islam 

which otherwise would have been lost to mankind: 

 

 Janab-e-Fatima al-Zahra (A.S)  inherited the genius and wisdom, the 

determination and will-power, the piety and sanctity, the generosity and benevolence, 

the devotion and worship of God, the self-sacrifice and hospitality, the forbearance 

and patience, and the knowledge and nobility of disposition of her illustrious father, 

both in words and deeds. ñI often witnessed my mother, says Imam Husain, ñabsorbed 

in prayer from dusk to dawn.ò Her generosity and compassion for the poor was such 

that no destitute or beggar ever returned from her door unattended.  

THE PROPHET HAS SAID: 

   ñWhoever injures (bodily or sentimentally) Janab-e-Fatima al-Zahra (A.S)  

injuries me. and whoever injures me injures Allah. And whoever injures Allah 

practices unbelief.ò ñO Fatima! If you are happy, it makes Allah happy tooò.  

 Janab-e-Fatima al-Zahra (A.S)  did not survive more than seventy-five days after 

the demise of her father. She breathed her last on the 14th Jamadi-ul-Awwal 11 A.H. 

Before her demise she bequeathed the following as her will to Hazrat Ali: 

1. O Ali, you will personally perform my funeral rites.  

2. Those who have displeased me should not be allowed to attend my funeral.  

3. My corpse should be carried to the graveyard at night.  

Thus Hazrat Ali(AS), in compliance with her will, performed all the funereal rites and 

accompanied exclusively by her relative and sons carried her at night to Jannat-ul-

Baqi, where she was laid to rest and her wishes fulfilled.  

Fatima al-Zahra (A.S) ï scent of the Prophet of God 

The story of the life of Fatima is a magnificent chapter from the life history of the 

great Prophet (Peace and blessings be upon him). It's a wonderful picture in the noble 

life of the Prophet and it's a splendid example of the companions' love for him. 

Fatima - daughter of Prophet Muhammad - was born in the year in which the Holy 

Ka'ba was being rebuilt, only five years before the beginning of the Prophet's mission. 

Her mother Khadija, a brilliant, wealthy lady, came from a noble family. Prior to 

Islam, she was called "the immaculate." 

She was also nicknamed "Mistress of the Quraishi women." Khadija believed in 

Prophet Muhammad(PBUH) at a time when everyone abandoned him. She trusted him 

when everyone called him a liar. She comforted him and shared with him her wealth 

when everyone denied him. 

God the Almighty loved this dignified lady and bestowed on her high morals, 

esteemed lineage, abundant wealth. This is the mother of Fatima al-Zahra (A.S). 

Her father Muhammad (PBUH) is the master of all Messengers, the Seal of Prophets, 



 

 

and the Imam of the pious. What a great family for Fatima to be born in! 

Fatima was the Prophet's last born, and among his best children. She had all the love 

from both parents being the youngest. She was the scent of Prophet Muhammad. He 

used to be pleased when she was pleased and upset when she was upset. But all this 

love did not stop her noble parents to prepare her for the future responsibility of the 

Umma. 

It's reported that Fatima used to do her house chores by herself, as it was the case with 

noble families. In the battle of Uhud she was beside her father to plaster his wounds. 

When Fatima became of age, many eyes turned on her. Among those who asked for 

her hand in marriage were Abu Bakar and 'Omar (the first and Second Caliphs of 

Islam, respectively). But it wasn't meant to be: it was 'Ali that the Prophet wished for 

her.  

In the 8th month of Hijra, 'Ali presented himself to ask for her hand in marriage. The 

Prophet accepted. 'Ali(AS) fell down in prostration to God thanking Him for honoring 

him with this marriage in this noble family. The Prophet then prayed for him: "May 

God bless both of you, and may He make your toil bear fruits, and enable you to bring 

forth good things." 

Abu Bakr, Othman, Zubair and Talha, among other notable companions of the 

Prophet, were present at Fatima al-Zahra (A.S) 's and 'Ali's wedding. When everyone 

was settled at the wedding ceremony, the Prophet recited: "All praise is due to God, 

Whom we thank for His blessings and we worship for His power. God decreed 

marriage next to kinship, a command must be accepted, it's a just law and a collective 

good, with which we can draw kinship and turn it into a commitment to all of 

humanity. The Qur'Ǖn says:  

"It's He who has created man from water, and has made for him family relation by 

blood and by marriage, your Lord is ever powerful" Qur'an 

I bear witness to you that I have wedded Fatima to 'Ali at the dowry of 400 grams of 

gold. May God bless them and their offspring?" With these few words the wedding 

concluded. 

Fatima was carried home to 'Ali (AS)in procession. The house didnôt have more than 

a bed with a pillow, a light and a few house utensils.  

The Prophet couldn't stand being away form his daughter Fatima al-Zahra (A.S). He 

asked 'Ali (AS)to move to the neighborhood so that he could be in touch with his 

daughter all the time. Every morning on his way to Fajr prayers, the Prophet would 

pass by his daughter's house to say salam: "assalǕmu 'alaykum members of the house, 

may God make you purer." That was his daily prayer for 'Ali(AS) and his daughter 

Fatima. 

Not so long into the marriage, the house of Fatima was blessed with the twins Hassan 



 

 

and Hussein and later their siblings Muhsin, Zainab and Umm Kulthum. 

The Prophet loved his grandchildren very much. It's reported that he used to play and 

joke with them. He loved to make them happy. They would climb on his back while 

he was praying, or sing and dance before him, but were peaceful. It's also said that 

once in a while he would spend the night at his daughter's place just to care for his 

grandchildren while their parents were relaxing. He served them meals and they loved 

him dearly. 

Whenever Fatima visited the Prophet's home, he would come to welcome her himself, 

take her by the hand and show her to her seat.  

It's reported that when the Prophet was on his deathbed, Fatima al-Zahra (A.S)  entered 

his bedroom. Upon seeing her the Prophet called her in and asked her to come closer 

to him. When she was beside him the Prophet whispered to her a few words. She 

started crying. He again whispered something to her and she became happy and began 

to laugh. When the Prophet died, A'isha (the Prophet's wife) asked Fatima what made 

her cry and then laugh when on the Prophet bedside. She answered: "When he told me 

he was going to die, I cried. Then he told me I would be the first member of his family 

to join him in Heaven, I laughed." 

After the death of the Prophet, Fatima did not live long. In the month of Ramadan, 

during the eleventh year since the Hijra Fatima passed away, to join her father, only 

six months after his death, some historians say three. 

When she was about to die, Fatima al-Zahra (A.S)  washed herself ready to face the 

inevitable. Then she asked her friend AsmǕ' bint Umayis to fetch her a new cloth. 

After dressing, she told her, I have bathed and dressed, it's enough. Let no one undress 

me again. She then smiled and died. It's said that Fatima al-Zahra (A.S) was never 

seen smiling after the death of her father, until the last moments of her life. It was then 

that she smiled because she knew she would meet her father again. 

May God be blessed with the fragrance of the Prophet ï Fatima al-Zahra (A.S)

This article aims at highlighting the traits of personality and qualities of the character 

of Sayyida Fatima al-Zahra (A.S) that establish the fact how she wields influence on 

the Muslim Ummah in general and Muslim women in particular as a symbol of 

excellence and unity. It is quite amazing that though she enjoyed only a short span of 

earthly life, her character embodies absolute qualities of modesty, beauty, knowledge, 

wisdom, bravery and, above all, unity. In this context, she remains a permanent source 

of inspiration, guidance and divine light to the generations of Muslim men and women 

as long as the world exists. The story of the life of Fatima (A.S) is a magnificent 

chapter from the life history of the great Prophet of Islam (Peace be upon him). She 

herself thus becomes the essence of the entire life of her great father. Therefore, what 

we see in the macrocosm, i.e., the life of the Prophet of Islam (PBUH), is compressed 

and contracted in the microcosm, i.e., the life of Fatima (A.S). It is for this reason that 

Fatima (A.S) holds central position in several verses of Holy Quraôan such as Ayat-e-

Salwat, Ayat-e-Mubahala, Ayat-e-Tat-hir, Sora-e-Kausar, Sora-e-Dahar, almost thirty 

verses of Quran which speak for the loftiness and excellence of Fatimaôs (A.S) 

character and nobility of her personality. Quite interestingly, Fatima )A.S) again 

appears as a central figure in Hadith-e-Kisaa where Alllah explains to both angels and 

Muslims about the personalities under the mantle  with reference to Sayyida Fatima

The implication is that God makes Fatima (A.S) a bridge between Risalat

knowledge(бЯЛЮϜ ϣзтϹв Ϟ ϝϠ). This shows how Fatima (A.S) has been given importance 

inside her family and the kinship relations are better described and understood  



 

 

through the personality of Fatima (A.S).  We can say that in the history of humanity 

in general and that of Islam in particular Sayyida Fatima al-Zahra occupies a unique 

position with penta-dimensional distinction.  

Another important fact in this regard is that the Prophet of Islam (PBUH) declared, as 

reported by Hazrat Aiysha (R.A), that Fatima will be the queen of all the women in 

paradise. The question is whether such a title was conferred on her due to her relation 

with the Prophet (PBUH) or she possessed qualities of character par excellence which 

rightly raised her above all other women of Islam. It is true that she was the scent of 

the Prophet of God, but this could not be the sole criterion for such an entitlement. As 

a matter of fact, her short span of life manifests certain significant traits of character 

as well as qualities of head and heart, expressed and asserted through her role as a 

daughter, wife, mother, source of divine light and inspiration for women, and 

champion of women rights in Islamic society, which surely transcend time and space 

and remain a beacon light for women of all the ages over the world.   

Besides, Sayyida Fatima (A.S) has been declared by the Prophet (PBUH) as an 

integral part of his self, the title given to Fatima (A.S) by the holy Prophet (PBUH) 

was Umm Abeeha which means the mother of her father, recognizing the immense 

sense of care and love she had towards him (PBUH), and she symbolizes feminine 

courage and freedom voiced in her sermon in the court of the ruling power of her 

days. Fatima (as) struggled to protect the principles of Islam, she is the link between 

prophet-hood and divine leadership, and of course a role model for humankind. She 

was a shining diamond behind her veil of beauty, value and honour, from whom our 

women learn to protect their chastity, preserve their dignity and observe both 

physical and social Hijab.  The Pakistani thinker Allama Iqbal has paid rich tribute to 

Sayyida Fatima al-Zahra in his famous Persian verse book: Secrets and Mysteries, 

wherein he says:

(Sayyida Fatima Batool is the quintessential yield of the farm of submission [to Devine 

will], and she is the perfect model for mothers; she who learnt anners in the school of 

endurance and good will used to recite the Quran, while rotating her hand-mill).  

Sayyida Fatima al-Zahraôs life was a happy blend of feminine spirituality, 

jurisprudential excellence and moral sublimity and purity. As she is rightly called the 

beginning of ñthe pure rootsò, she champions piety, modesty, virtue, honesty, 

compassion and generosity. Moreover, her personality symbolizes the zenith of up-

righteousness, and, as a matter of fact, the women of every age continue drinking at 



 

 

this fountain of divine light. The effulgent light of her personality and character makes 

it incumbent upon every Muslim man and woman to be inspired by the ñseeratò of 

Sayyida Fatima (A.S) and mould their characters drawing on the personality traits and 

qualities of character of Sayyida Fatima al-Zahra (A.S), so that they win Godôs 

pleasure and blessings. Surely enough, Fatima (A. S) is a symbol of excellence and 

unity.   

The life of Sayyida Fatima (SA) reveals many amazing facts about her personality 

development. Her childhood was exemplary, for she did not have a normal childhood 

like other kids, spent in play and recreation and leisure; rather she stored the energy 

of a child to prepare for the role of suffering and pain she would have in the Prophetôs 

lifetime. She was a child who lived with the characteristics of a mother and as such a 

role model for humanity. Fatima (SA), brought up in the house of revelation, would 

sit with Ali (AS) before the Prophet (PBUH) as the verses were being revealed, 

learning and listening to their interpretations. The Prophet (PBUH) loved her so much 

for her piety, ascetic way of living and devotion to Allah (that he would say to her: 

ñMay my father and mother be sacrificed for youò.  Fatima was so close to the Prophet 

(PBUP) that one of his wives said: ñI have not seen anyone more similar to the 

messenger of Allah (saw) in straightness, guidance, and talking, in his sitting and 

standing than Fatima his daughter. When he used to enter, she would stand up for him, 

take his hand and kiss it and make him sit in her place.ò  

ImǕm MȊsa Ibn JǕ'far (a.s.) narrated from his forefathers (a.s.) that 'Ali (a.s.) said: "A 

blind man requested permission to enter while Fatimah (a.s.) was there and she did not 

allow it. The Messenger of AllǕh (s.a.w.) asked her: 'He is blind, why did you not 

permit him to enter?' She (a.s.) responded: 'He may not see me, but I see him...' The 

Messenger of AllǕh then said:'I testify that surely you are part of me.'"

Sayyida Fatima al-Zahra (S.A.)ôs entire property at the time of her wedding to Ali was 

a hand-mill, a wooden bowl and a cotton rug. This indicates how simple life Fatima 

(SA) was spending at her fatherôs house and later in Aliôs house. Her personality is a 

wonderful blend of simplicity and patience. Here I would like to quote Ali Shariatiôs 

words in his book Fatima is Fatima about the uniqueness of Sayyida Fatima al-Zahra 

(S.A.): ñBecoming Fatima is not easy. She is a holy trust, which demands from her to 

climb many steps and fly many flights to ascend into higher realms while being step 

by step and wing to wing with Ali; she must share with Ali his sorrows and his 

hardships; she has to shoulder the heaviest responsibility in the history of freedom, 

struggle and humanity. She is the link in a chain which extends from Abraham to 

Mohammed, from Hosayn to the 12th Imam, survivors to the end of history; in a 



 

 

nutshell, form prophecy to imamate.ò  

Ali Shariati continues: ñFor her to óbe Fatimaô obliges the Prophet to be strict with this 

special and exceptional companion so that she should not have a single moment of 

peace in life for that might keep her from constant óbecomingô. Sorrow and loneliness 

should be the bread and butter of this soul in order to grow under the light of revelation 

and bear the burden of freedom and justice. She is the beginning of  

 

ópure rootsô, where each branch that grows is destined to take óDevine Fireô as fruits 

from heaven like Prometheus and give it to the people on earth; they must carry, like 

Atlas, the heavy globe of the earth upon the their shoulders and bear itò (p. 159). 

Sayyida Fatima (A. S) practiced unity at the time when disunity might have disrupted 

the basic structure of Islamic society. She could have instigated or motivated Hazrat 

Ali (A.S) and his followers to take action against the government of the time for not 

granting her right, but she had Islam in mind so she just sacrificed her right for the 

sake of Allah and His message, i.e., that was preached and spread by the Holy Prophet 

(PBUH). Although her husband was neither physically weak nor politically deprived 

nor intellectually inferior, she did not ask him to launch any rebellion movement, only 

for the unity of Islam and Muslims. We, being the Muslim Ummah, see that today we 

are scattered, fragmented, divided, disjointed and fractured into groups, tribes, nations, 

ethnicities, etc., but we must keep in mind the noble practice of Fatima (A. S) and try 

to make personal sacrifices for the unity of the Muslims as Ummah. This will 

guarantee us peace and prosperity in this world along with redemption and Godôs 

pleasure in the life hereafter. 

 

Imam Al -Sadiq (A) was asked about a tradition from the Prophet (S) which stated that 

Fatima (A) is the master of women of the paradise, does that mean Fatima (A) was the 

master of women of her time?Imam Al -Sadiq (A) replied: That would be Maryam (A), 

whereas Fatima (A) is the Master of women of the paradise from the first one till the 

very last.

Fatima(S A) & the Ruler

Allah  knows better whether she walked normally, fell down several times , took 

support of a staff or people, but we all know that she reached the courtyard of the Ruler 

of her time. It was not easy for an 18yrs old woman with the pain of an atrocious 

miscarriage, broken ribs after being crushed behind the door and a broken arm to take 

such an encounter against the ruler of the time. We all mourn on Fatima (s.a) and our 

grievances are attached to all what happened with her, but still we consider these acts 

of physical assaults as the worst to happen with Fatema (s.a).When she says "O Father! 

After you so many calamities came on me, that if it would have come on days, they 

would have turned into nights". Were these calamities only the physical pain she was 

referring to or was it something different?  

 Fatema (s.a)'s encounter was of different nature, different not in the sense of 

uniqueness but different because most of us don't consider such things as our 

responsibilities and duties. First she stood in between Ali ( a.s) and those who came 

on the door to seek allegiance from him. With whatever strength she had, she defended 



 

 

Ali (a.s), though she was not successful to prevent them from insulting Ali (a.s) but 

the message she delivered is a black mark in the history of Muslim Ummah and a 

lesson for the followers of Ameerul Momineen ( a.s). Even the enemies of 

Ahlulbayt(a.s) don't say that she did all this for defending her husband or she wanted 

her husband to get power.  

 Her grievances were the usurpation of the rights of Caliphate from Imam Ali ( a.s). 

The question was why she so concerned about the Caliphate? Being an infallible she 

had no desires for power or fame, so how should it matter who rules or who does, she 

could still live a peaceful life busy in her acts of worship taking care of her family. 

First of all, it is necessary to clarify that Fatima's struggle was not for the piece of land 

of Fadak, The Ahlulbayt( a.s) are much beyond such things, and these have been 

clearly pointed out by Imam Ali(a.s) on several occasions in Nahjul Balagha also, that 

for him Fadak was no matter of land. Fadak was used by Fatema (s.a) more as an 

excuse to start this encounter with the ruler of the time and use some of the principles 

of usurpation associated with it to scale it upwards to the issue of usurpation of Wilayat 

of Righteous. Her Sermon is the perfect evidence to prove this since the major 

component of the sermon is related to Wilayat and Leadership, and not with Fadak.  

She used Fadak to prove that usurpation was a practice used by the ruler without 

considering the teachings of Quran and Prophetic (s.a) traditions. If they could usurp 

this piece of Land, usurpation of rights of leadership is something which they would 

do at any cost, and will completely ignore Ghadeer.  

 Returning back to the question, as to what was the need for Fatema ( s.a) to start this 

uprising. When the Ruler was ruling, the Ummah was not protesting and even Imam 

Ali (a.s) was silent. So at this stage, why did she start this uprising?  Imam Ali ( a.s) 

silence had a strong justification that if he comes out and fights for his right, it will be 

a fight between two personalities and this entire issue of Wilayat and Leadership 

would turn into a personal power game. But was his silence an indication that he was 

in agreement with the false caliph? Though several times later he supported the 

government whenever there was a need. All this was to maintain Unity in the Ummah; 

for the sake of Unity he did not explicitly criticize the usurpers. But at a later stage he 

revealed his heart burns in the Sermon of ShiqShiqya and other places. This is the 

wisdom of a leader. Even today we use the stand of a Leader related to certain 

personalities as a justification for us to go ahead and blindly support them, which is 

not true. The Role of a Leader and the role of an Ummah have a difference. This 

difference is what was demonstrated by Fatema ( s.a). 



 

 

  

An Imam is the Imam of an Ummah, the nation, the people. If the Ummah is governed 

by those who do not deserve to be the leaders, it is the duty of the people to protest 

against this corruption, and not expect Imam to do it all by himself. An Imam shows 

the directions, and when the Ummah totally fails to deliver their duties, and  as a result 

of this failure, the situation goes to a stage where flames of this fire would burn out 

the fundamentals of Islamic Ideology, then an Imam decides to paint the picture of 

Karbala.  Hence in this case, Fatema (s.a) was an Ummah. Being an Ummah, she 

realized the consequences of corrupt leadership on the people. And I will come to this 

soon in her own words, which will justify my argument.  

 She by here elegant sermon and control of the situation and subject, did convince the 

caliph that he was wrong and his leadership is based on the pillars of falsehood. The 

caliph himself replied to her and said " Surely Allah and His Apostle are truthful, and 

so has his (the Prophet's) daughter told the truthé"  But, immediately after praising 

the Ahlulbayt(a.s) and agreeing to the fact that what Fatema (s.a) argued with him was 

true, he still presents his justification to be in power in these words " .. But these are 

the Muslims between us ï who entrusted me with leadership, and it was according to 

their satisfaction that I received what I have, I am not being arrogant, autocratic, or 

selfish and they are my witness".  

 This man was a cursed man whom Fatema(s.a) never forgave, but we should 

appreciate this statement of his in at least one sense. He exposed a reality, that reality 

which was not limited to that time, but forever. He now says that even if the rights 

belongs to Ali( a.s),  and if I have seized it through inappropriate means, then also it 

is this people who have done my allegiance, they are satisfied with me, so why are 

you alone fighting for this?  

 Don't we see such arguments today also? Musharraf has the same argument, that I 

have done so much for the people, the country is developing , the people are happy 

and progressing, so why are some people chasing me to come down?   Is it not the 

same reply we get , when we point our fingers to some well known Zakirs and Alim, 

who speak stupidity from the pulpit. We always get an answer that if these Zakirs are 

wrong, why are so many people following them , listening to them and inviting them?  

The character of Imam Ali(a.s) and Fatema(s.a) might be missing from our society, 

but the glimpses of character of their enemies are always present amongst us.  

 So how do we answer this argument of the Caliph which is also our argument in 

justifying false leadership? We don't need to answer, may our 1000's of lives be 



 

 

sacrificed on the daughter of   Prophet(s.a), and she gave a reply which should open 

up the minds of many of us who have some righteous thinking power left in them. 

 Fatema(s.a) did not reply to the Caliph on this argument , she turned towards the 

people and literally blasted them with her words " O People, who rush towards uttering 

falsehood and are indifferent to disgraceful and losing actions .."  Now before 

continuing, let us stop here first, and see how she addressed the Ummah . Her last 

phrase was the problem of that era and the problem today also. She says you are 

indifferent to disgraceful and losing actions. She considers this silent support of a false 

leader as a disgraceful action of falsehood. We can now derive a conclusion, that 

oppressor and usurpers don't govern without the will of the people. The will of the 

people could be with happiness or it could be their silence. It was the Ummah whose 

silence resulted into this situation. What happened because of this silence? The 

Righteous Wilayat was lost from the society, that Wilayat of righteous leaders who 

will take the Ummah towards building of divine values and spiritual perfection, and 

was replaced by corrupt leaders who will only take people towards moral corruption. 

The fist consequence of silently accepting false leadership is destruction towards 

purpose, and other consequences are damage to sanctities. The daughter of the Holy 

Prophet( s.a) was a sanctitous and sacred personality, who faced these physical 

assaults just because the Ummah did not protest against the usurpers and illegitimate 

occupiers of the land.  

This great Lady (s.a) has opened up our eyes, she has told us that if you the Ummah 

are silent, indifferent and accept illegitimate occupation of power, then this is an act 

of disgrace and falsehood. And then she continues to speak out and say, why the 

Ummah is indifferent . " Do you not earnestly seek to reflect upon the Quran, or are 

your hearts isolated with locks?". She says that the subject of Wilayat is addressed in 

the Quran, but you do not try to reflect upon the Quran or maybe due to your evil deeds 

your hearts are locked, the teachings of Quran do not affect you at all. Today we see 

that our community does not accept Wilayat e Faqeeh. The Quran has asked the Bani 

Israel to accept the Wilayat of Taloot, who was a young youth with courage, and there 

are several such ayahs in the Quran which proves that Wilayat is the righteous 

leadership which is a need for the society.  

 Fatema(s.a) continues é "But on your hearts is the stain of the evil which you 

committed, it has seized your hearing and your sight, evil is that which you justified, 

cursed is that which you reckoned, and wicked is that which you have taken for an 

exchange!" . She considers acceptance of leadership of usurpers and occupiers as an 



 

 

evil, which seizes your hearing and sight. The Quran also paints the same picture of 

Bani Israel. The Bani Israel accepted Firaun as their leaders, as a result they lost all 

their values, and even after witnessing the miracles of Moosa ( a.s) and getting 

salvation from the oppression of Firaun, they still went ahead to follow Samri. This 

was because the first evil of accepting Firaun to govern them has left its effects on 

them which continued for long. She says, that this act of justifying and not resisting to 

usurpations is an act of evil, and you will be cursed for reckoning such occupation. 

And what you have taken in exchange is wicked. The word exchange over here proves 

that the issue is not just accepting the Wilayat of Taghoot, but the issue is that the 

Taghut, the oppressors always seize the Wilayat of the righteous, and it is a wicked 

act to support such situation, when the righteous is deprived of his rights and falsehood 

takes his position.  

Honour of Fatima (A) 

There is a tradition from the Prophet (S) that states: Angels have always praised Allah 

(SWT) then one day Allah (SWT) addressed the Angels and said: ñFor the 

sake of my glory and magnificence, till the day of judgement I will grant the reward 

of your praises to the people who bear love in their hearts for Fatima (A), her father, 

her husband, and her sons.ò

Then Fatema (s.a) ends her agony towards the people by the words "You shall by Allah 

find bearing it (to be a great) burden, and its consequences disastrous. (That is) on the 

day when the cover is removed and appears to you what is behind it of wrath. When 

you will be confronted by Allah with that which you could never have expected, there 

will perish, there and then, those who stood on falsehoods."  This is where Fatema(s.a) 

reveals the consequences of such an act of accepting a false Wilayat (governance in 

this case). She says that this is a great burden with a disastrous consequence. The 

Ummah did a   lot during those 25 years as far as spreading Islam and other 

materialistic development is concerned, but what was lost were the values, and the 

consequence was that they even accepted the Wilayat of Yazeed later on, who was a 

liberal and open declared his anti Islamic views, insult Quran and Ahlulbayt( a.s). But 

as Fatema(s.a) says, that if you think that you wont' see the consequence, then wait for 

the day on which the cover is removed, and then you will see what you would have 

never expected, you will then perish then and there, since you stood on falsehoods.  

 Unfortunately, this uprising of Fatema(s.a) was only taken by us as a struggle of 

Fatema( s.a) against the Caliph that too for a piece of land. Fatema(s.a) was standing 



 

 

in between a triangle of False Rulers, a Righteous Imam(a.s) and the Silent Ummah.  

She demonstrated an example of courage and bravery to come out and confront the 

oppressors face to face, and expose them. She did not hesitate to blast the Ummah for 

their silence and acceptance of such illegitimate occupation of power. Hence today not 

being deceived by the dress code and status and positions of such supporters and 

exposing them is the character of Fatema ( s.a). This same sermon could have been 

delivered by Imam Ali (a.s) also, but this was the duty of the Ummah, not the Imam.  

But remember one thing, if   you want to adopt this character of Fatema (s.a), then the 

path is difficult, you should be prepared for getting your ribs broken, be prepared to 

be isolated, your neighbours will complaint against your pain and agonies of the 

situation, and will bann you and ask you to go and mourn somewhere else.  But keep 

your trust and reliance on Allah(s) and be firm. Challenging a religious bearded Caliph 

who was a companion to the Prophet(s) is not an easy task which only Fatema (s.a) 

and her true followers can adopt.  

 May God be blessed with the fragrance of the Prophet ï Fatima al-Zahra (A.S) 

When Khadijah was pregnant with Fatimah (a.s.) she would speak to her 

from the womb and she would not tell the Prophet (s.a.w.). One day, the 
Prophet (s.a.w.) entered the room to see Khadijah speaking to herself, he 

asked her to whom she was speaking. She said, "With the fetus in my womb, 

for it speaks to me." The Prophet (s.a.w.) said, "Gladtidings to you Khadijah! 

Allah has made her to be the mother of eleven of my successors(caliphs) after 
me and their father."
